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BY-LAWS OF THE FLUIDS ENGINEERING DIVISION OF THE AMERICAN SOCIETY OF MECHANICAL ENGINEERS

ARTICLE I - Name

The name of this division of ASME shall be the Fluids Engineering Division (FED). The Division was originally founded as the Hydraulics Division in 1926. The name was changed to the Fluids Engineering Division in 1963.

ARTICLE II - Mission

To promote the art and science of mechanical engineering in fluids engineering in accordance with the following statement of scope:
The scope of interest of the Fluids Engineering Division embraces the broad field of experimental, analytical, and computational fluid mechanics, including, but not limited to, the steady and unsteady phenomena and natural laws of fluids; the exchange of energy, forces, and momentum between fluids and machines; the motion of fluids in closed and open conduits; and the effects of the physical properties of fluids upon flow characteristics. It includes the science of fluid properties, flow measurements, multiphase flows, and the generation of design and analytical procedures for descriptive and predictive purposes. The term "fluid”, as used herein, includes liquids, compressible fluids, and multiphase flows. Of particular interest are the design and performance of fluid machinery and fluid handling devices used for pumping, power generation, surge control, cavitation control, and transmission of power by fluid means. Heat transfer, mass transfer, thermodynamics and combustion as related to fluid mechanics problems are also in the scope of interest of the Division as well as computational fluid dynamics.

ARTICLE III - Objective

To constitute, in the field of fluids engineering, a Technical Division of the American Society of Mechanical Engineers, in accordance with the Society's Constitution, By-Laws, and Rules.

ARTICLE IV - Activities

To stimulate and encourage research and development, and to provide a forum for summarizing and publishing reliable data and results of engineering importance pertaining to subjects within the Division's scope of activities.

To encourage the interchange of ideas among engineers and technologists by:
(a) Encouraging the preparation and publication of papers on technical developments;
(b) Organizing programs, workshops, web-based outreach in which papers or other information are presented and discussed, and in which all members of the Society may meet on an equal basis to exchange experience and technical data; and
(c) Cooperating with other Professional Divisions, groups and committees within the Society, and with other societies with respect to standardization, research, preparation of papers, meetings and special service, and to the avoidance of duplication of effort and conflicts.

To direct attention to outstanding engineering achievement in the field of fluids engineering with recommendations and suggestions as to suitable recognition for such achievement.

To provide that the activities of the Division will be directed by members of the Society who have attained prominence and prestige in the field and who have shown, by activity within the Division, the necessary ability and willingness to discharge such responsibilities.

To encourage interaction among ASME, universities, industries, and government laboratories in such a way as to promote educational programs for the attainment of increased proficiency and competence.

ARTICLE V - Members

The Fluids Engineering Division shall consist of members of ASME who have requested affiliation with the Division. Membership may also include others with a professional interest in fluids engineering.

ARTICLE VI - Executive Committee

Section 1

The governing body for the Division is the Executive Committee (EC). The Executive Committee is responsible for managing the affairs of the Division and providing an interface with the Society at-large. Plans are coordinated by the Executive Committee with guidance offered by an Advisory Council comprised of past officers of the division with industrial, academic, and government input. 

Section 2

The EC is a self-perpetuating committee that consists of five members. Each member has a term of five years. The selection process of a new member shall be determined by the members of the committee. A minimum of four votes is required for the selection of the new member.

Section 3

The primary source for the incoming member is former chairs of the Technical Committees; however, other senior members of the Division may be considered. Membership of the committee should include diversity in representation from the following categories:

(a) Technical Committees

(b) University, government, and private industry

(c) Men and women

Section 4

The incoming member shall be selected at a regularly scheduled meeting during the fall meeting of ASME now called the International Mechanical Engineering Congress and Exposition (IMECE). The new member shall take office at the conclusion of the FED Summer Meeting (FEDSM). After the selection of the new member, he/she may be included in EC meetings as a non-voting member.

ARTICLE VII - Officers

Section 1 Officers
The officers of the Executive Committee shall consist of the Past Chair, Chair, Vice Chair, Secretary, and Member. The position is determined by the sequence of selection to the Committee as follows: Member first year, Secretary second year, Vice Chair third year, Chair fourth year, and Past Chair fifth year. All officers shall be a member of ASME. All positions will change on July 1 with the exception of the Secretary. The Secretary will take office at the beginning of FEDSM. The following are the duties of the officers.

 Section 2 Member

The primary duty of the Member is to become acquainted with the operations of the Executive Committee and perform special projects as directed by the Committee.

Section 3 Secretary

The Secretary shall perform the usual duties of a secretary. The Secretary shall record the minutes of all meetings, maintain and publish the contact list of Executive Committee members, the Chairs and Vice Chairs of the Technical Committees, and other appointed officials and maintain By-Laws and Operation Guide for the Division, and perform other such related duties as directed by the Executive Committee. The Division shall prepare and maintain Guidance Documents in compliance with the requirements of the K&C Sector Operation Guide, Section 21, the requirements of the Technical Communities Operating Board, and ASME Policy P 4.12, “Operation Guides.”
 The Secretary shall also serve as the technical program representative to IMECE and the Technical Program Chair for FEDSM. As Technical Program Chair, the Secretary will be responsible for the technical program of FEDSM and perform other duties as directed by the Conference Chair. The Secretary will have access to the Division membership list at ASME and provide a report on the Division membership at the regularly scheduled meetings. As the second year member of the Committee, the Secretary will serve as the junior representative of the Division to the Basic Engineering Technical Group Operating Board for one year beginning July 1.

Section 4 Vice Chair

In the absence of the Chair, the Vice Chair shall serve as the Chair of regularly scheduled meetings of the Executive Committee and shall become Chair if the Chair position is vacated. In the event the Chair position is vacated, he/she will serve his/her regularly scheduled term as Chair. The Vice Chair will also be the Conference Chair for FEDSM and will be responsible for the tasks associated with that position.

Section 5 Chair

The Chair will serve as the chief operating officer for the Division. The Chair will chair all meetings of the Executive Committee and serve as the primary contact with the ASME Staff. The Chair will be responsible for the expenditure of the Division Custodial Fund. All withdrawals from the Custodian Fund must be approved by the Division Chair and one other member of the Executive Committee, jointly. All other expenditures authorized by the Executive Committee must be approved by the appropriate Division officer or Committee Chair. Expenditures from the Division’s Custodian and Operating Funds require two person authorization per Society Policy P-2.1, "Custodian and Operating Funds: Technical Divisions, Research Committees, Sections and Other Society Activities." Decisions of the Executive Committee will be reported by the Chair to others as necessary. The Chair will sign appointment forms of the Editor and Associate Editors for the Journal of Fluids Engineering (JFE). The Division Chair is the spokesman and official representative of the Division to any other Division, group, the public and to the ASME in accordance with ASME Policy P 15.1, “Public Affairs and Public Statements for the creation and issuance of position-statements and Board on Technical Communities Operation Guide, Section 2.3.
Section 6 Past Chair
The Past Chair will be the immediate former Chair. He/She will function as the parliamentarian and be responsible for amendments and revisions to these By-Laws. The Past Chair serves as an advisor to the Committee and performs other tasks as directed by the Committee. He/She will be the senior representative to the Basic Engineering Technical Group Operating Board for one year coincident with his/her term as Past Chair of the Committee. He/She will keep the Committee informed of the activities of the BETGOB. He/She will provide advice on the finances of the Division and provide a report on the Custodial Fund at regularly scheduled meetings of the Committee.

Section 7 Officer Vacancies

Officer vacancies from Chair on down will be temporarily filled for the remainder of the term by advancement of the next lower position. A new Member will be selected at the beginning of the next regularly scheduled meeting by unanimous vote and will immediately take office upon selection. Vacancy by the Past Chair will be temporarily filled by a former Division Chair with the approval by unanimous vote of the remaining Committee members.

Article VIII - Meetings

Section 1 Regularly Scheduled Meetings

The Executive Committee shall have two regularly scheduled meetings each year. One shall be at IMECE, and the second at FEDSM. The most important business matters shall be conducted at these two meetings. The new Member shall be selected at IMECE and take office at the conclusion of FEDSM. Meeting agendas shall be submitted to the Committee at least one week prior to the meeting. Approval of amendments and revisions to these By-Laws will be approved only at one of the regularly scheduled meetings. Appointment of the Editor of the Journal of Fluids Engineering and other officials will be done only at a regularly scheduled meeting.

Section 2 Other Meetings

Routine business such as the appointment of Associate Editors for the Journal of Fluids Engineering may be done by telephone conference calls and e-mail. For a telephone conference call, an agenda shall be submitted one week in advance of the conference call. Approval of routine business requires three votes of the Committee. Normally, a quorum shall consist of at least four members; however, a quorum may consist of three members for routine business.

Article IX - Committees

Section 1 Technical Committees

Details of the technical and other programs shall originate within the Technical Committees. The Technical Committees shall be governed by their By-Laws in the attachment. The Division consists of the following six Technical Committees:

(a) Computational Fluid Dynamics Technical Committee (CFDTC)

(b) Fluid Applications and Systems Technical Committee (FASTC)

(c) Fluid Measurement and Instrumentation Technical Committee (FMITC)

(d) Fluid Mechanics Technical Committee (FMTC)

(e) Micro-Nano Fluid Dynamics Technical Committee (MNFDTC)

(f) Multiphase Flow Technical Committee (MFTC)

A new committee or re-organization of existing committees may be formed through a petition to the Executive Committee. A new Technical Committee or reorganization of existing committees must be approved at a regularly scheduled meeting with four votes required for approval. Assistance in the development of new or revised Technical Committee By-Laws will be provided by the Past Chair of the Executive Committee.

Section 2 Honors and Awards Committee

Object

The Honors and Awards Committee shall be responsible for the nomination of awardees for the FED including the Fluids Engineering Award, Knapp Award, Moody Award and other awards as requested by the Executive Committee. The nominees will be submitted to the Executive Committee for approval. If approved by the EC, the names for the Fluids Engineering Award will be forwarded to the ASME Committee on Honors (COH) for final approval.

 Membership

The committee shall consist of six members as representatives of each of the six technical committees. A committee member is selected to serve for three years and may be re-appointed for three additional years. In the event that a person is selected to fill a vacancy, he/she may serve for two full terms. Normally, no more than two members may be replaced each year. Recommendations for new members will be sought from the Technical Committees. Usually, a new member will be a former Chair but a senior member of a Technical Committee may be selected. A new member will be appointed by the Executive Committee with a minimum of four votes at a regularly scheduled meeting; however, a vacancy may be filled between meetings by electronic means.

 Chair

The Chair of the Honors and Awards Committee will be appointed by a minimum of four votes of the Executive Committee (EC) at a regularly scheduled meeting. A vacancy may be filled between meetings by electronic means with a minimum of four votes of the EC. The Chair will serve for a term of three years and may be appointed for three additional years in addition to time spent as a committee member or partial term as Chair.

Meetings

The Honors and Awards Committee shall have two regularly scheduled meetings each year at IMECE and FEDSM. The Chair or his/her representative shall inform the Executive Committee of its activities at each regularly scheduled meeting. Between regularly scheduled meetings, the Chair shall keep the Chair of the Executive Committee informed of its activities as necessary. Other business of the committee may be performed by electronic means.

Amendments

The Honors and Awards Chair shall provide advice to the Past Chair of the Executive Committee on amendments and revisions to these bylaws. The Honors and Awards Committee may submit a future revision as an attachment to these By-Laws in the format of the By-Laws of the Technical Committees.

Section 3 Freeman Scholar Award Committee

Object

The Freeman Scholar Award Committee shall select an outstanding expert for a review of a topic in fluids engineering as the Freeman Scholar. The person selected shall be a plenary speaker at FEDSM and publish a review paper in the ASME Journal of Fluids Engineering. The Award shall be made in even numbered years. The award is funded by the ASME Freeman Fund and was established in 1926 by John R. Freeman, noted hydraulic engineer and scholar, Honorary Member, and Twenty-fourth President of ASME.
Membership

The committee shall consist of three members, who are senior members of FED. The three members will be selected by the EC with recommendations by the Committee and with the approval of the ASME Committee on Honors (COH). The term of office shall be six years and cannot be extended. If a new member fills a vacancy, the new appointee will complete the remainder of the term and may be appointed to a full term of six years only if the filled vacancy period is four years or less. Committee membership shall be staggered so that only one new member is appointed in any two-year period. A new member will take office on July 1 of an odd-numbered year. A new member will be appointed by the Executive Committee with a minimum of four votes at a regularly scheduled meeting; however, a vacancy may be filled between meetings by electronic means.

Chair

The Chair of the Freeman Scholar Award Committee will be elected by the Committee members by a majority vote. The Chair will be elected every two years. The term of office for the Chair will begin on July 1 of an odd-numbered year. The Chair will maintain a committee roster and inform the Executive Committee of its activities. The roster shall be sent to the ASME COH and the FED Executive Committee. If a vacancy of the Chair occurs, the Executive Committee will appoint an interim Chair for a maximum of two years. An interim Chair will be elected by the EC with a minimum of four votes by electronic means.

Meetings

Meetings of the Freeman Scholar Award Committee will be scheduled at the discretion of the Chair with agreement by the other two members. The selection process for the Freeman Scholar will be determined by the Committee.

Amendments

The Freeman Scholar Award Chair shall provide advice to the Past Chair of the Executive Committee on amendments and revisions to these By-Laws. The Freeman Scholar Award Committee may submit a future revision as an attachment to these By-Laws in the format of the By-Laws of the Technical Committees.

Section 4 Newsletter Editor

A newsletter editor shall be appointed at a regularly scheduled meeting of the Executive Committee. Nominees shall be provided by the Past Chair of the Executive Committee. The editor shall be approved with a minimum of four votes of the Executive Committee. The editor shall a serve term of three years and may be re-appointed for an additional term. If the editor is appointed to fill a vacancy, he/she may be appointed to two full terms. The editor will publish a newsletter of division activities annually. The newsletter shall be published a minimum two months prior to FEDSM.

Section 5 Advisory Council

The Advisory Council shall consist of former Division Chairs and will provide advice to the Executive Committee at regularly scheduled meetings of the Executive Committee. The Chair of the Advisory Council shall be the immediately former Past Chair and shall serve for one year. If a vacancy occurs, a former Division Chair will be appointed by the Executive Committee with a minimum of four votes. The Chair of the Advisory Council shall maintain a contact list of former Division Chairs and keep them informed of Division Activities and invite them to attend meetings of the Advisory Council.

Section 6 Other Division Officers

Other Division Officers may be appointed at a regularly scheduled meeting of the Executive Committee with a minimum of four votes. Duties shall be defined for the new officer, and an appointment shall be for no more than three years.

Article X - Parliamentary Authority

The parliamentary governance of the FED will be the most recent edition of the Robert’s Rules of Order Newly Revised. If a conflict in these By-Laws occurs, the By-Laws of ASME and policies of ASME shall take precedence.

Article XI - Amendments

A revision or amendment to these By-Laws requires approval of the Executive Committee by a minimum of four votes at a regularly scheduled meeting.
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
