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BY-LAWS OF THE

NUCLEAR ENGINEERING DIVISION

THE AMERICAN SOCIETY OF MECHANICAL ENGINEERS

The Nuclear Engineering Division of the American Society of Mechanical Engineers was organized at a duly established meeting on March 29, 1955, with the following intents and purposes:

ARTICLE I:    OBJECTIVES

1.
To constitute a Technical Division of the American Society of Mechanical Engineers within the Council on Engineering, in accordance with the Society's Constitution, By-Laws and Rules, in the field of Nuclear Engineering.


2.
The activities of the Nuclear Engineering Division are devoted to the peaceful uses of atomic energy through the application of nuclear fission and nuclear fusion for the generation of electrical power or process heat.  The focus of these activities is centered on technical publications, meetings, and conferences which provide a forum for engineers in the nuclear community to express their interest, observations, and discoveries in research and development, design and analysis, construction, operation and maintenance.  These expressions are encouraged from both the fields of academics and direct applications.


These subjects are to be considered as a minimum within the scope of the Nuclear Engineering Division:

Engineered Safeguard Systems and Auxiliary Systems



o.    
Economic Aspects of Nuclear Energy

The Nuclear Engineering Division is aware that the practical application of nuclear energy will unavoidably overlap with the interests of other technical disciplines and other technical societies.  Therefore, the Nuclear Engineering Division fully and openly promotes technical liaison with all such separate entities to ensure cooperation and coordination toward common goals: Evolution of consistent codes and standards, the publication of technically sound papers, and the conduct of highly professional 
conferences.


3.
To encourage and foster research and development, and to summarize and publish reliable data of engineering importance pertaining to subjects within the Division's scope of activities.

4.
To extend appropriate leadership and cooperation in the development of national codes and standards in the field of nuclear power.


5.
To enhance the interchange of ideas among engineers and technologists by:


a.
Encouraging the preparation and publication of papers on technical developments;

b.
Organizing programs in which papers are presented and discussed, and in which all members of the Society may meet on an equal basis to exchange experiences and technical data;

c.
Cooperating with other Technical Divisions, Groups, and Committees within the Society and with other societies, to avoid duplication of effort and conflicts with respect to standardization, research, preparation of papers, meetings and special services.

6.
To direct attention to outstanding engineering achievement in the nuclear field, with recommendations and suggestions as to suitable recognition for such achievement,


7.
To organize and support programs of professional training.

8.
To provide technical input to Society in general to help solve societal problems in the field of power generation.

ARTICLE II:
ACTIVITIES

1.
The division shall organize, sponsor and conduct technical sessions at  conferences such as the International Joint Power Generation Conference, the International Conference on Nuclear Waste Management and Environmental Remediation, and the International Conference on Nuclear Engineering.

2.
The Division may, when desirable, organize a division Conference upon an invitation of a Section of the Society, subject to the approval of the Board on Communications.

3.
The Division may participate in joint sessions with other Divisions or Committees at meetings of the Society when such joint sessions are mutually desired by the participating Divisions or Committees.

4.
Subject to the approval of the Energy Conversion Technical Group Operating Board, the Division may participate in joint sessions or conferences with other organizations when such is of benefit to the Division, to the Society, and to the Profession.

5.
Standing and special comittees shall be maintained for the collection and review of new information and for the preparation of reports and digests.

6.
The Division may submit papers, reports and data of permanent value or exceptional quality and interest for publication by the Society or in other suitable channels.

7.
The Division may, when desirable, sponsor or co-sponsor courses aimed at professional training in the nuclear field.

ARTICLE III.     ORGANIZATION

The Nuclear Engineering Division shall be organized under the Constitution, By-Laws and Policies of the Society, and, in case of conflict between Division and Society By-Laws and Policies, those of the Society shall govern.

A.
EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

1.
The Executive Committee shall consist of six (6) members, including the Secretary, The five senior members shall constitute the voting officers of the Division.

2.
Prior to February 15 of each year, the Executive Committee of the Division shall nominate to the Council on Engineering of the Society, one individual for appointment as the new member of the Executive Committee for the term of five years preceded by a one-year, non-voting term.
Names for nomination shall be solicited by the Executive Committee from the membership of Technical Committees, from the
Society membership via the Local Section Chair or other similar channels.  The name of the new member(s) should be submitted to the Energy Conversion Technical Group Operating Board for transmittal.

The term of one (1) member of the Executive Committee shall expire at the close of each Summer Annual Business Meeting at the Society, and normally this member will be the senior member of the Executive Committee.

3.
The officers of the Division shall assume the duties in the following order of succession chart.  The Type A, B and C members will rotate on a three-year cycle.  Variations from this succession, including those imposed by vacancies on the Committee, must be approved by the active members of the Committee with not more than one dissenting vote.

4.   
The Chair shall.



a.
Preside at all meetings of the Executive Committee and Division, or, if 


unable to do so, notify the Vice​ Chair or designate another member of 


the Executive Committee to take the place of the chair.



b.
Arrange for a delegate to be present at all Society meetings where the 


Division should be represented.


c.
Appoint the personnel and designate the Chairs of all Special Committees and Panels, subject to approval by the Executive Committee.  Such appointments or reappointments are normally for two years.



d.
Approve all disbursement vouchers of Division funds in conjunction 


with the Secretary/Treasurer of the Division.

e.
Perform or assign such other duties, necessary or desirable for the proper  operation of the Division, as are not assigned or reserved to others by these By​Laws.



f.
Serve as Division Representative to the Energy Conversion Technical 


Group Operating Board.


5.
The Secretary/Treasurer of the Division shall:

a.
Prepare an agenda for and prepare and preserve Minutes of each meeting of the Executive Committee and General Committees.



b.
Send a notice of all meetings of the Division to the Technical Director, 


Energy Conversion Group, at least four weeks in advance of the date for 


such meetings.

c.
Report to the Technical Administrator for Energy Conversion, the proceedings of the Executive Committee and of the Division; and forward to the Technical Administrator for Energy Conversion with appropriate request, such notices of the affairs of the Division as the Executive Committee desires to have appear in the publications of the Society.

d.
Mail to members of the Executive Committee, Chairs of other Committees, and members of the Division, such notices as are appropriate for each of these groups to receive, and which would not be adequately provided by the publications and other mails of the Society.

e.
Arrange space requirements for Executive, Program, and General Committee meetings of the Division.

f.
Approve all disbursement vouchers for the Division's funds and transmit to Headquarters all requests for reimbursement from Society funds as provided for in Article V of these By-Laws.


g.
Revise the letterhead annually as changes are made in the officers and committees of the Division. (Please note that only generic letterhead is provided by ASME headquarters, therefore, this point is no longer valid unless the division will be printing their own letterhead.) 

h.
Perform such other duties as may be assigned by the Executive Committee and as required by these By-Laws.


6.
The fifth-year member, as Vice-Chair shall:

a.
Act on behalf of the Chair of the Division when so requested by the Chair. 

b.
Act as Chair of the Division should that position become vacant and direct the Executive Committee in its appointment of a new member to fill the vacancy and in any resulting shifting of positions on the Executive Committee.



c.
Serve as alternate Division Representative to the Energy Conversion 


Technical Group Operating Board.

7.
In case of resignation, incapacity or death, vacancies shall be filled by appointment of the Executive Committee, subject to approval of the Council.

8.
There shall normally be two meetings of the Executive Committee in each year. Meetings of the Executive Committee may be called by the Chair at such places and times as may be deemed advisable, and shall be called if requested by at least four voting members of the Executive Committee.

9.
Three voting members of the Executive Committee shall constitute a quorum, but at least two of these members must be actually present and not represented by proxy.

B.
GENERAL COMMITTEE

The General Committee shall consist of the members of the Executive Committee, the Chairs of the Administrative Committees, the Chairs of the Technical Committees, and all liaison representatives.

There shall normally be two meetings of the General Committee in each year.  Meetings of the General Committee may be called by the Chair at such places and times as may be deemed advisable, and shall be called if requested by at least  four members of the Executive Committee.


Ordinarily, a consensus of the General Committee membership will decide issues; however, the Chair, at his/her discretion, may decide any issue by a majority vote of the Executive Committee membership present.

The meetings of the General Committee are open to all members of the Society.


C.
TECHNICAL COMMITTEES

The main work of the Division is carried out by the Technical Committees which shall be set up to completely cover the technical scope of the Nuclear Engineering Division.



These committees have the following responsibilities:

1.
Plan and implement technical sessions, panels and seminars sponsored or co-sponsored by the Nuclear Engineering Division, including:




a.  Secure papers




b.  Review papers




c.  Secure Session Chair and Co-Chair

d. Coordinate this activity through the Nuclear Engineering Division

     Program Committee and via liaison representatives.

2.
Provide technical leadership within the Nuclear Engineering Division and ASME in their assigned area.

3.
Become involved in professional matters such as codes and standards, etc., within their assigned area.



4.
Participate in professional training and educational programs.

5.
The Chair of the Technical Committee shall be appointed by the Chair of the Executive Committee for a two-year term, as noted in III A, 4.c.

D.
ADMINISTRATIVE COMMITTEES

Administrative Committees shall be formed or dissolved at the discretion of the Executive Committee, and their Chair be appointed by the Chair of the Executive Committee as noted in Ill A, 4.c. Examples of Administrative Committees are, Honors and Awards, Papers Review, Program, Publication, Membership, By-Laws and Annual Report.

Administrative Committee Chairs (with the exception of Program, Honors, and Papers Review Committee Chairs who follow automatic succession) are appointed for a specific term.

E.
LIAISON REPRESENTATIVES


Liaison Representatives will be appointed by the Chair subject to confirmation by the 
Executive Committee, to organizations within and outside of the ASME with which it is 
advisable to have close relationship.

F.
OTHER COMMITTEES

The Executive Committee of the Division may establish additional committees to meet the special needs of the Division operation as the need arises.

G.
DIVISION ASSOCIATES

With the approval of the Executive Committee, the Chair may appoint Division Associates, who are not members of the Society, to cooperate in the work of the Division and to attend Committee meetings, with the right to vote.  Such appointment shall be for one (1) year, and such appointees shall be eligible for reappointment.

H.
SPONSOR5

Sponsors may be appointed by the Executive Committee of the Division for a period of one (1) year, to foster activities in particular branches or phases of the Division's field of activities.  Sponsors shall be eligible for reappointment.

ARTICLE IV:
DUTIES

The duties of Officers and Committee Chairs are to be as specified in the Technical Division Guidelines for Operations and Procedures and as further amplified in the Nuclear Engineering Division Operating Guide.

ARTICLE V:    EXPENDITURES

All payments for expenditures shall be made by the Office of the Assistant Treasurer under proper authorization, in accordance with the budget adopted by the Board of Governors.

The disbursement of any funds under the control of the Division, normally from the Custodian Fund maintained for the Division by the Treasurer of the Society, shall be at the direction of the Executive Committee.  All disbursement vouchers shall be approved jointly by the Chair and Secretary/Treasurer of the Division and signed by the Secretary/Treasurer of the Division.

All requests for reimbursement from Society funds must be submitted through the Secretary/Treasurer of the Division and be accompanied by suitable bills or receipts.

Funds which may accrue to the Division through conferences, etc., shall be forwarded to the Treasurer of the Society for deposit in the Division Custodian Fund.

ARTICLE  VI:  AMENDMENTS

These By-Laws may be amended by a four-fifth (4/5) majority recorded vote of the Executive Committee.  Amendments so voted shall be subject to approval of the Energy Conversion Board.
