BY-LAWS 

of the 

PLANT ENGINEERING AND MAINTENANCE DIVISION 

AMERICAN SOCIETY OF MECHANICAL ENGINEERS 

NAME 

This division shall be known as the Plant Engineering and Maintenance Division of the American Society of Mechanical Engineers. 

OBJECTIVES 

1.
To form a Professional Division of the American Society of Mechanical Engineers according to the Society's Constitution, By-Laws, and Rules in the field of Plant Engineering and Maintenance. 

2.
To promote the art and science of engineering related to Plant Engineering and Maintenance according to the following Mission Statement: 

The continuous improvement of manufacturing and facilities through global Plant Engineering and Maintenance excellence. 

3.
To encourage the interchange of ideas among engineers by: 

a.
Encouraging the preparation and publication of papers on engineering developments in the field of Plant Engineering and Maintenance. 

b. 
Organizing programs in which papers are presented and discussed, and in which all members of the Society may participate and exchange experiences and technical information. 

4.
To direct attention to outstanding engineering achievement in the field of Plant Engineering and Maintenance and recommend suitable recognition for such achievement. 

ACTIVITIES 

Specific activities of the Division shall include the following: 

1.
Organize and/or sponsor technical sessions at meetings or conferences of the Society. 

2.
Organize and/or sponsor technical sessions at other Plant Engineering and Maintenance focused events sponsored by other groups or societies. 

3.
Participate in joint sessions or Conferences with other Technical Divisions of the Society when such joint sessions or Conferences are mutually wanted by the participating Divisions. 

4.
Participate in Joint activities with other organizations when beneficial to the Division, Society, and profession. 

5.
Recommend and submit suitable papers, reports, and data of permanent value or exceptional interest for publication by the Society of a Division newsletter at least annually. 

ORGANIZATION 

The activities of the Division shall be directed by an Executive Committee. The Executive Committee may appoint other operating or ad hoc Committees, as needed. These Committees will operate under the direction of the Executive Committee. The duties of officers and Committee Chair are to be according to the Professional Divisions Manual, MS-11. 

Executive Committee 

1.
The Executive Committee shall consist of five members. The term of any member shall be five years unless the appointment is a replacement for an unexpired term. The Executive Committee shall elect new members by majority vote. 

2.
The officers of the Division shall assume the duties in the following order of succession, except by majority vote of the Executive Committee, the Committee having first been brought to full strength, if necessary. 

Fifth Year: Chair;  Fourth Year: Vice Chair;   Third Year: Program Chair;   Second Year: Secretary;  First Year: New Member 

3.
In case of unforeseen vacancy, the vacancy shall be filled through appointment by the Executive Committee, subject to approval by the Committee on Appointments. Normally such a new member will become the first year member and the expiration of the terms of the members adjusted accordingly unless decided otherwise by majority vote of the Executive Committee before the appointment. 

4.
There shall be at least two meetings of the Executive Committee in each year. Meetings of the Executive Committee may be called by the Chair at such places and times as he/she may deem advisable. Additionally, meetings shall be called if requested by at least two members of the Executive Committee. 

5.
Three members of the Executive Committee shall make up a quorum, but at least two of these members must be present and not represented by proxy. The past Chair of the Executive Committee shall serve as an alternate member of the Executive Committee for the purposes of a quorum. 

6.
Except where specifically stated otherwise, all actions of the Executive Committee shall be decided by a majority vote of those voting. 

Adoption and Amendment 

These By-Laws shall be adopted and subsequently may be amended by a four-fifths majority vote of the Executive Committee of the Division and subject to the approval of the Manufacturing Technical Group Executive Committee. 

Constitution, By-Laws, and Rules of the Society 

In case of any conflict between these By-Laws and the Constitution, By-Laws, and Rules of the Society, the latter shall govern.
