1. Develop tutorials to be presented at the IMECE, probably starting in 2010.

2. Use blogs to encourage exchange of technical issues initially among members and later open to the general public.

3. Select the best paper of journal quality for potential publication in a well-recognized,  international journal. (Some suggestions include: Reliability Engineering and System Safety, Journal of Safety Research, Safety Science, IEEE Transactions on Reliability)
4. Initiate a SERAD e-journal which could include, for example, publication of three issues per year (one each for reliability, risk analysis, and safety engineering), letters to the editor, etc.
