1. Call to Order (Chinh B.): The meeting was called to order at 1:00 pm (CST).  Meeting was conducted via teleconference.  
2. Review/adoption of minutes from May 11, 2011 (all):  Latest draft minutes (v2) were approved.  
Treasurer’s report (Jim H.):  The Fund 4-0048 (Safety Eng & Risk Analysis) balance for May 2011:  $11,280.  

· There are a couple of recent charges to the account that Jim will chase down, since no EC members know what they were for.  
· Chinh will request that Bill and Curtis have access to the financial reports, concurrent with the change in SERAD officers.  
3. Review of action items list (all):  The action items from the prior meeting were reviewed and updated.  The open Action Items have been incorporated into these minutes, as sub-bullets under their appropriate headings. 
4. IMECE Technical Coordination (John W.):  John Wiechel is the Track Chair for IMECE 2011.  The Vice Chair is Chimba Mkandawire.  We have received 43 papers, with 1 Technical Presentation Only.  14 paper reviews have been completed (deadline is 7/11).  We will probably need two days of sessions – hopefully on Monday and Tuesday.

NIOSH is planning to present a plenary session for 2011 about their National Occupational Research Agenda, involving 2 to 3 people from their Manufacturing Sector Council.  
· Jim H is working with Jennifer Cooper (ASME member in the Denver area) for the Awards lunch/dinner during IMECE (hopefully on Tuesday evening).  We hope to use this as a SERAD outreach activity, and may subsidize attendance for local student section members.  Jim will forward a proposal to the EC for a final decision.  
· Chinh B. and Curtis S. are coordinating the awards to be presented.

5. Student Design Contest (John L.):  Only one response has been received so far, even after a second call for papers with revised deadlines.  Papers are due 8/8/11.  
· EC members should solicit contributions for sponsorships of this contest.  
· John L. will recommend an award amount for the 2011 Student Design Contest.
· It was suggested to state, in the Honors and Awards Committee Charter, that while the Student design competition is under the leadership of the 2nd vice-chair, when a new 2nd VC is seated, their responsibility includes assisting in the current year’s Student Challenge and lead the next year’s Challenge.  [e.g.: Jim H. becomes 2nd VC in June 2011.  He would assist in completion of the 2011 Challenge and be responsible for the 2012 Challenge (a 17 month commitment)].
6. Newsletter and other initiatives (all):  We would like to publish a second newsletter before the end of this year.  
· Russ Rasnic is co-editor of the SERAD newsletter, and may become editor due to Ward’s other commitments.  Curtis will verify this with Ward.  
7. Update on Other Committees (all): The TCOB has open seats on the Honors Committee and the Publications Committee.  Anyone interested should contact Pete.  There will be a TCOB technical chair training session on Saturday and Sunday.  
8. Other Business (all): 
· EC members should solicit donations to SERAD for 2012.  

· This was the last meeting with Dr. Chinh Bui as the SERAD chair.  He will continue to participate in SERAD through the Sr. Advisory Board.  All EC members expressed their gratitude to Dr. Bui for his efforts to promote the success of SERAD.  Per the SERAD Bylaws, the members of the EC each advance a level of position after the end of the ASME Year (June 30, 2011).  Curtis has accepted the Chairmanship, and John L., Jim & Bill have accepted the 1st, 2nd and 3rd Vice-Chair positions, respectively.  A search for a new 4th Vice-Chair position was begun and is expected to be filled within a month.
· SERAD EC members need to submit their votes to Chinh by 7-10-2011 regarding the selection of a new Secretary for SERAD.  
· The SERAD annual report and plan is due to TCOB by the end of July.  Curtis will work with Chinh and others to finalize it.  
· The National Occupational Research Agenda (NORA) Symposium asked SERAD if we could co-sponsor their next symposium by using the SERAD logo.  This would be a non-financial sponsorship.  Chihn B. will check into the ASME process for sponsorships.
