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FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

The ASME Foundation, Inc.

1. Organization

The ASME Foundation, Inc. (the “Foundation”) was incorporat-
ed as a not-for-profit supporting organization on February 7,
1986 to promote the art, science, and practice of mechanical
engineering throughout the world and engage in activities which
support The American Society Of Mechanical Engineers
(*ASME”). The Foundation is affiliated with ASME, but not con-
trolled by ASME. The Foundation is exempt from federal income
taxes under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.

The Foundation provides the following services:

e Encourages and rewards outstanding achievement in
mechanical engineering by obtaining funds for the confer-
ring of honors and awards on persons and organizations
who or which have made substantial contributions to the
advancement of mechanical engineering;

e Obtains funding for scholarships, grants, and/or awards
which support and expand career opportunities or profes-
sional growth in the field of mechanical engineering through
education and research;

e Sponsors programs and projects such as lectures, seminars,
and clinics which contribute to the continuing education
and professional growth of practicing mechanical engi-
neers; and

e Supports research in mechanical engineering and the rapid
dissemination of results throughout the community of
mechanical engineers.

2. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

Basis of Accounting
The financial statements have been prepared on the accrual
basis of accounting.

Basis of Presentation

The Foundation’s net assets and revenue, expenses, gains, and
losses are classified based on the existence or absence of donor
imposed restrictions. Accordingly, the net assets of the Founda-
tion and changes therein are classified and reported as follows:

Unrestricted net assets. Net assets that are not subject to
donor imposed stipulations.
Temporarily restricted net assets. Net assets subject to donor
imposed stipulations that will be met either by actions of the
Foundation and/or the passage of time.
Permanently restricted net assets. Net assets subject to
donor imposed stipulations that they be maintained perma-
nently by the Foundation. Generally, the donors of these
assets permit the Foundation to use all or part of the income
earned on related investments for general or specific purpos-
es.

Revenues are reported as increases in unrestricted net assets
unless their use is limited by donor imposed restrictions.
Expenses are reported as decreases in unrestricted net assets.
Gains and losses on investments and other assets or liabilities
are reported as increases or decreases in unrestricted net assets
unless their use is restricted by explicit donor stipulation or by
law. Expirations of temporary restrictions on net assets (i.e., the
donor stipulated purpose has been fulfilled and/or the stipulat-
ed time period has elapsed) are reported as net assets released
from restrictions.

Notes to Financial Statements June 30, 2008
(With Comparative Information for June 30, 2007)

Student Loans Receivable

Historically, the Foundation has not experienced significant bad
debt losses. As of June 30, 2008 and 2007, the Foundation
determined that an allowance for uncollectible accounts is nec-
essary for Student Loans receivable in the amount of $100,219
and $87,885, respectively. The determination is based on its his-
torical loss experience and consideration of the aging of the Stu-
dent Loan receivables. Student Loans are written-off directly
when all receivable collection efforts have been exhausted.

Medal Inventory
Medal inventory is carried in the financial statements at the
lower of cost, which is determined using the first in, first out
method, or market.

Split Interest Agreements

The Foundation receives contributions in the form of charitable
gift annuities and trusts for which the Foundation is the trustee.
Such split interest agreements typically provide for payments to
a donor or their beneficiary a fixed amount for a specified peri-
od. The time period can be for the life of the donor or his/her
designee. The assets received are recognized at fair value when
received, and an annuity payable is recorded at the present
value of future cash flows expected to be paid to the donor or
his/her designee based upon mortality tables and interest
assumptions. The assets are included in investments in the
accompanying financial statements. Contribution revenue is
recognized as the difference between these two amounts. Con-
tributions, investments, and a liability to annuitants are recog-
nized by the Foundation in the period in which the assets are
donated. Adjustments to the annuity payable to reflect amorti-
zation of the discount and changes in the life expectancy of the
donor or his/her beneficiary are recognized in the statement of
activities.

Contributions
Contributions, which include unconditional promises to give
(pledges), are recognized as revenue in the period received.

Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with
accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of
America requires management to make estimates and assump-
tions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities
and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of
the financial statements and the reported amounts of revenues
and expenses during the reporting period. Actual results could
differ from those estimates.

Prior Year Comparative Information

The financial statements are presented with 2007 summarized
comparative information. With respect to the statement of activ-
ities, such prior year information is presented in total, but not by
net asset class. Such information does not include sufficient
detail to constitute a presentation in conformity with accounting
principles generally accepted in the United States of America.
Accordingly, such information should be read in conjunction
with the Foundation’s June 30, 2007 financial statements from
which the summarized information was derived. Certain line
items in the June 30, 2007 comparative information have been
reclassified to conform to the June 30, 2008 presentation.



3. Transactions with ASME

The Foundation has no employees and receives administrative
support from ASME. ASME charges the Foundation for office
space and other services. In fiscal years 2008 and 2007, such
charges totaled $111,665 and $137,669, respectively. In fiscal
years 2008 and 2007, the Foundation made contributions of
$195,000 and $195,000, respectively, to ASME in support of
honors and awards, and contributions of $216,248 and
$201,950 respectively, for the support of the Development office.
In fiscal year 2008, ASME contributed $750,000 to the Founda-
tion for the establishment of the Engineering the Greater Good
Campaign.

4. Investments

The Foundation’s investments consist of an undivided interest in
the investment pool of ASME. ASME pooled investments consist
of mutual funds, bonds and notes, common and preferred stock,
money market funds and certificates of deposit. Investments of
the pool are recorded at fair value based upon quoted market
prices. Realized and unrealized gains and losses are recognized
as changes in net assets in the periods in which they occur, and
interest and dividends are recognized as revenue in the period
earned. At June 30, 2008 and 2007, the Foundation’s interest
had a cost basis of $20,841,086 and $18,907,664, respectively,
and a fair value of $21,145,251 and $21,905,950, respectively.

Investments are subject to market volatility which could sub-
stantially change the carrying value in the near term.

During fiscal year 2008, the Foundation elected to change its
method for calculating the cost basis of its investments from the
average cost accounting method to specific lot method. Manage-
ment believes that the change in methods, resulting in a change
in recording realized/unrealized gains and losses, is immaterial
to the financial statements. The change had no effect on the
change in the net assets.

. Concentration of Credit Risk

The Foundation maintains cash in a major financial institution.
Cash is insured by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation up
to $100,000. As of June 30, 2008, cash in this financial institu-
tion exceeded the federal insured limits by approximately
$560,000.
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
